Setting-up of Rural Self Employment Training Institutes (RSETIs) & Allotment of Land by State Government as of December, 2010 :                                                          

In compliance to the guidelines issued by the Ministry of Rural Development (MoRD), Govt of India, three Lead Banks in Gujarat State (i.e. Dena Bank, Bank of Baroda and State Bank of India) have already established Rural Self Employment Training Institutes (RSETIs) in all the 26 Districts of the State. Need based Vocational training programme to address the un-employment of rural youth and farmers, have been started by the RSETIs, followed by Hand Holding process with an aim to improve the living standard of the trainees.

It is expected that these training Institutes (RSETIs) will yield desired results, thereby, arresting migration of rural population to urban areas in search of livelihood. The RSETIs are taking-up Entrepreneurship Development Training Programme or Skill Development Training Programme for up-gradation of skills. Free lodging and boarding facility is being provided to all trainees by the RSETIs. Such programmes are also eligible for reimbursement of expenditure from NABARD/SIDBI, provided the programme is approved by them. Ministry of Rural Development, through respective District Rural Development Agency (DRDA) also provides subsidy of Rs. 200/- per trainee belonging to BPL family to the RSETIs.

It can be observed from the above that the performance of RSETIs in conducting training programmes is unsatisfactory in districts like (1) Navsari, (2) Rajkot, (3) Dangs, (4) Bharuch, (5) Banaskantha, (6) Surat, (7) Narmada, and (8) Porbandar.  The Directors of these RSETIs were requested to gear - up their machinery, so that the performance can be improved in the remaining period of the year.

Besides, the RSETIs have been undertaking the locational training programmes at various places in the district under “Mission Mangalam” project undertaken by the Gujarat Livelihood Promotion Company Limited, a company promoted by Government of Gujarat.
